Zac Vogiazopoulos was born on November 29th, 1930 in Asprovalta, Thessaloniki, Greece.

1956 he was the official Greek interpreter and Director of the Greek block number 5 at the local Migrant Reception
and Training Centre.

After his wedding with Elenitsa Mantzaris and his move to Melbourne in 1956, he undertook several professional
roles and became involved with Greek community affairs serving in several organizations, particularly the Thessaloniki
Association “The White Tower” He was also very active in promoting multiculturalism. In 2005 he received the
Victorian Multicultural Commission’s Award for Excellence in Multicultural Affairs (Award for Meritorious Service
in the Community) in recognition of his contribution in community Education.
