Abstract

In Marie Beraha's non-adult fiction, A Bam! ... A Story to the End of the World and
Back Again, children and non-human literary characters appear as agents of action
and resistance. They are bringers of an individual's utopian vision that could have
transformative power, resulting in a collective change. The young reader comes in
contact with alternative forms of the future through the literary diction of an utopian
vision. The optimistic perspective of Literature for Children becomes a channel
between realities and desires, as through the literary text the possibility of the
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achievable is formed, in order for the appropriate social formations being shaped.
Throughout this paper, we utilize the research axes of the ideological framework, of
the natural environment and action, of the resistance and utopian transformation,
inorder to study the utopian projection of the literary text, which maintains its ability
to challenge and resist dominant ideologies and social practices.
